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16th and 17th January 2021 : Second Sunday of the Year 
 

 

At the start of each year we hear a little from Saint John’s Gospel.  He doesn’t have 
a ‘year’ of his own in the cycle, and so his Gospels often appear at significant 
moments, and this year we’ll have five weeks of John in August, contemplating the 
Eucharist.  This Sunday we hear how Jesus calls some of his first apostles and their 
response.  They follow Jesus.  They question him.  They spend time with Jesus.  These 
actions, of speaking with Jesus, of following (or believing in) him, and of spending 
time with him, are hallmarks of discipleship then as now.  Each one of us is called to 
these same three actions if we are truly to be disciples, to be Christians.  These first 
disciples are also missionaries – it is not only John who sees Jesus and points him 
out, but Andrew, having found Jesus, then does likewise, by taking his brother.  Are 
we inspired enough by knowing Jesus that we invite people to come with us to Mass, 
or to pray with us in our lives?  There’s something striking about the simplicity of 
these encounters today; we can imagine them, almost as if they happened to us, but 
we can also see the deep impression Jesus must have made.  John records not just 
the event, but even the time; it’s as if he writes “On that day, at four o’clock in the 
afternoon, I talked with Jesus: and the world changed for me.”  Would we be able to 

say the same?  Do our lives change when we meet 
Jesus, in Mass and in the scriptures?  Our 
celebration of the sacraments together, as a 
community gathering for Mass, gives us the 
strength of the Holy Spirit to go out and face the 
world.  Let us pray that we never lose sight of Jesus!

Coming to Mass 
 

Even in the current national lockdown public Mass is available on Saturday in 
Southwell at 6.00pm and on Sunday in Calverton at 10.45am.  Being in a national 
lockdown we are precluded from any social interaction in or at church (outside of 
our bubble), but we can come to church with a maximum (including priest and 
stewards) of 20 people in Southwell and 24 people in Calverton. 

To book a place telephone Kathleen and Robert Dixon on 01636 813874, at any 
reasonable time from Monday morning; if there’s no reply leave a message with your 
name and number, or try ringing again a few minutes later.  Don’t use any other 
number to contact Kathleen and Robert, and please also note: 
X A place needs to be booked for each individual who plans to attend; 
X You’ll be asked to provide a telephone number, to be passed onto Public Health 

England if needed as part of the ‘Test and Trace’ system; 
X Sunday Masses bookings can be made during the preceding week only. 
 

What to expect when coming to Mass 
 

In order to comply with the Bishop’s guidelines on celebrating Masses in the covid-
19 period there’ll be some differences in that way we come to Mass and the way 
Mass is celebrated.  Please follow these directions, and recognise that those asking 
you to follow the directions are volunteers themselves: 
X Please don’t attend if you show any symptoms of covid-19; 
X Try to arrive no earlier than half an hour before Mass, and no later than ten 

minutes before Mass, to allow time for each person to enter one-by-one; 
X Enter via the car park and follow the one-way signs, waiting by the 2 metre 

markers in front of the church door if others have arrived before you; 
X Ensure you bring a mask to wear throughout the time in church, except when 

receiving Holy Communion; 
X Please use the hand-sanitiser (provided) on arrival; 
X Please take one of the Mass Sheets, and a Newsletter, and take them home with 

you after Mass; 
X Put your weekly offering into the basket in the narthex; at present there are two 

collections as we’re ‘catching up’ the second collections; 
X There won’t be any holy water available, the repository will be closed, and there 

are no Catholic papers currently available; 
X Please sit on the seat to which you are directed, following the one-way system; 



seating is at two-metre intervals (in Southwell couples can sit next to each other, 
and families in a single pew; in Calverton the chairs have been laid out singularly); 

X Please avoid any contact with other parishioners; don’t speak unless necessary; 
X Only the disabled toilet will be available for use, and only if absolutely necessary.  

If you do use the toilet, please do so before you are seated, and then go to your 
seat (in Southwell, by exiting the hall lobby, walking around the side of the church, 
and re-entering the church through the main door, following the one-way system); 

X Windows and doors will be open to enable as much ventilation as possible; 
X The Mass Sheet will explain the changes in the way Mass is celebrated, especially: 

o There will be no congregational singing; 
o Responses will be made with quiet voices; 
o There will be no ministries (eg altar servers, readers) during Mass; 
o There will be no sign of peace; 

X After Mass you will be invited to receive Holy Communion; then exit the church 
following the one-way system, out into the car park, and leave immediately. 

X Since it is not permitted to gather publicly in Tier 4 please ensure that you don’t 
linger in the car park after Mass, tempting as it is to chat with fellow parishioners! 

X As the weather is now much colder please dress appropriately for the weather and 
temperature. 

 
NHS Covid-19 App and the QR Code in Church 

 

Along with most public buildings both of our churches and the parish hall now have 
their own QR code, situated just inside the door.  If you have a smart-phone please 
scan the code as you come in, enabling you to ‘check in’ and assisting with the 
Government’s Track and Trace system.  Please note this is in addition to booking a 
place at Mass, and not instead – please continue to book for Mass as well! 
 

Covid Vaccine 
 

Bishop Patrick, along with all the leaders of major faith communities in the country, 
has received information from the Government asking that encouragement be given 
to support the rollout of the vaccine programme.  This week Pope Francis and Pope 
Emeritus Benedict XVI have both received their first vaccine jabs, and the Pope has 
stated that there is no moral justification for refusing the vaccine.  If you are 
contacted to receive your jab please accept the invitation and help to protect not 
only yourself but all those in our community.

Week of Prayer for Christian Unity 
 

The Week of Prayer for Christian Unity is traditionally observed from 18th until 25th 
January, finishing on the feast of the Conversion of Saint Paul. 

The Week of Prayer for Christian Unity in 2021 has been prepared by the 
Monastic Community of Grandchamp in Switzerland.  The theme that was chosen, 
“Abide in my love and you shall bear much fruit”, is based on John 15:1-17 and 
expresses Grandchamp Community’s vocation to prayer, reconciliation and unity in 
the Church and the human family. 

Today the community has fifty sisters, all women from different generations, 
Church traditions, countries and continents.  In their diversity the sisters are a living 
parable of communion.  They remain faithful to a life of prayer, life in community 
and the welcoming of guests.  The sisters share the grace of their monastic life with 
visitors and volunteers who go to Grandchamp for a time of retreat, silence, healing 
or in search of meaning.  For 2021, the sisters are inviting churches across the world 
to enter into their tradition of prayer and silence that is rooted in the ancient 
traditions of the Catholic Church. 
 Jesus said to the disciples, “abide in my love” (John 15:9).  He abides in the love 
of the Father (John 15:10) and desires nothing other than to share this love with us: 
“I have called you friends, because I have made known to you everything that I have 
heard from my Father” (John 15:15).  Grafted into the vine, which is Jesus himself, 
the Father becomes our vinedresser who prunes us to make us grow.  This describes 
what happens in prayer.  The Father is the centre of our lives, who centres our lives. 
He prunes us and makes us whole, and whole human beings give glory to the Father. 
 Abiding in Christ is an inner attitude that takes root in us over time.  It demands 
space to grow.  It can be overtaken by the struggle for the necessities of life and it is 
threatened by the distractions, noise, activity and the challenges of life.  We live in a 
time that is both troubling and magnificent, an often dangerous time where we are 
challenged by pandemics, wars, violence, poverty, racism and climate change.   Yet 
as Christians seeking reconciliation, justice and peace, we also know the full value of 
a spiritual life, have an immense responsibility and must realize it, unite and help 
each other create forces of calmness, refuges of peace, vital centres where the 
silence of people calls on the creative word of God. It is a question of life and death. 

The summary of the rule of life that the sisters of Grandchamp recite together 
each morning begins with the words “pray and work that God may reign”.  Prayer 
and everyday life are not two separate realities but are meant to be united.  All that 
we experience is meant to become an encounter with God.

Nuclear Weapons Ban in the United Kingdom 
 

On Friday 22nd January the Treaty on the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons (TPNW) 
comes into force.  This Nuclear Weapon Ban Treaty is the first legally binding 
international agreement to comprehensively prohibit nuclear weapons.  It was 
adopted on 7th July 2017, and Archbishop Paul Richard Gallagher, the Vatican’s 
Secretary for Relations with States, signed the Treaty at the United Nations 
Headquarters in New York.  When Honduras ratified the treaty in late October 2020, 
it reached the mandatory 50 ratifications.  The Treaty comprehensively prohibits 
states from participating in any nuclear weapons-related activities, including 
development, testing, possession, stockpile, use, or threat of use of nuclear 
weapons.  Signatories are also obliged “to prevent and suppress any activity 
prohibited under the TPNW undertaken by persons or on territory under its 
jurisdiction or control.” 

A number of countries have objected to the Treaty.  The United States, the 
United Kingdom, and France say it “risks undermining the existing international 
security architecture which contributes to the maintenance of international peace 
and security,” and that all states “share a common responsibility to protect and 
strengthen our collective security system in order to further promote international 
peace, stability, and security.” 

During his Apostolic Visit to Japan in November 2019, Pope Francis spoke of 
the “unspeakable horror” of nuclear weapons.  Visiting Nagasaki, he called on world 
leaders to end their stockpiling.  “Convinced as I am that a world without nuclear 
weapons is possible and necessary, I ask political leaders not to forget that these 
weapons cannot protect us from current threats to national and international 
security,” he said. 

As the Treaty comes into force on Friday, our Bishops have described it as an 
“historic milestone on the path to nuclear disarmament and an opportunity to 
refocus on genuine peacebuilding rooted in dialogue, justice, respect for human 
dignity, and care for our planet.”  Bishop Declan Lang, Bishop of Clifton, speaking for 
the Bishops’ Conference reiterated the call for the UK “to forsake its nuclear arsenal."  
He pointed out that "the resources spent on manufacturing, maintaining and 
upgrading these weapons of mass destruction should be reinvested to alleviate the 
suffering of the poorest and most vulnerable members of our society, for the 
Common Good of all peoples.”  The Bishops also implore the UK government “to 
strengthen its arms control regulations, tackling the manufacture and sale of other 
weaponry, which continues to destroy so many lives throughout the world."

For when we find it difficult to pray : A format for praying 
 

Finding God in all things (with thanks to Father Simon Bishop SJ) 
 

A preparatory prayer 
Father, show me who You are, 

Holy Spirit, let me see with Your light, 
whatever You want me to see, 

Jesus, lead me to wherever You want to meet me, so that, 
I may know You more intimately, 

Love You more whole-heartedly and 
Follow You more closely, 

To Your greater service, praise and glory. 
Amen. 

 

Pause – make the sign of the Cross (slowly).  Notice how God is looking at me. 
Notice – how am I feeling: happy, sad; relaxed; worried; grateful; angry; peaceful; 
irritated? 
Offer – this time of prayer to God’s greater praise and service. 
Ask – God for what I want: what do I want, desire, need, today? 
Listen – to God, especially in God’s Word, speaking to me: what word, phrase, 
picture, memory, moves me? 
Silence - allow God to speak to me in the silence of my heart. 
Conversation – speak to God about what is in my heart and let Him respond. 
Finish -  thanking God, with the Our Father.  Make the sign of the Cross (slowly). 
Review – what happened during this time of prayer?
